Repayment within current financial year


The current budget (set in November 2018) was revisited to see where savings 

could be made in order to repay the loan, should the application be successful, 

in the current year.  It was decided that if the agreed grants to the village hall 

were not made (not required if refurbishment was taking place) together with 


the expected spend on the hire of the post office box (no longer required) were 

used, the repayment amount would be more than covered.



The 5-year projected cash flow was discussed and revised. Cllrs agreed 


that in the unlikely event of Folksworth and Washingloey Parish Council 


being unable to repay the loan as anticipated, funding would be 



reduced in other areas of the budget. The Council’s reserves would be 



used to fund repayments in the short term with an increase of the 



precept being used as a last resort.
