Karen Lunn, Highways project manager for the Folksworth LHI Scheme spoke about the safety audit which had recently been carried out and the issues this had raised including necessary works to a hedge and the camber of the road. Cllr Fenwick spoke about the recent hunts and hunt saboteurs in Washingley.  

He also stated that the school was disappointed that nobody from the Council 


attended their question and answer session.  It was agreed that there had been 

a communication error as two cllrs had offered to attend.  Clerk to apologise.



Cllr Rogers mentioned she had attended the Cambs Acre conference which Cllrs 

Chapman, Goodfellow and the Clerk also attended. She felt it was very well 


organised. She also confirmed she would be attending the Councillor training 


session the following weekend. 


Cllr Clarke raised the issue of the hedge on the footpath which had been the 


subject of an email forwarded from Stilton PC. He agreed he would look at it 


and see what 
needed to be done. It was noted that this path was not PC 


responsibility as it was owned by The Crown but that the Parish Council did cut 

the grass and had authorised work on the clearance of brambles in the past.


Cllr Goodfellow informed the meeting that he and Cllr Chapman were hoping to 

start a Saturday coffee morning at the Village Hall for all residents once the 


building works were complete.
