Asked if Cambs CC was being kept informed of the work undertaken via 


the volunteering scheme.  Clerk confirmed this had been noticed and 



welcomed.  Cllr Brown also mentioned that HDC had sent a press release 


thanking the villages for their litter picking and that she had put this 



information on facebook.

Cllr Chapman:
Informed members that a local school had recently reported Covid cases 


and that vigilance was still required.

Cllr Clarke:

Confirmed that he had returned the bags to Madingley Mulch and had 



used the refund for the lock purchase.

Cllr Goodfellow:
Informed the meeting that the Village Hall would be replacing the fence 


along the car park.

Cllr Blackman:
Mentioned that she had spoken to local residents who had extended 



their gardens at Townsend Way and that they were attempted to 



regularise the situation by contacting Kier Homes but to date had not 



received any response.

Clerk:


Confirmed that she had reported the dumping of asbestos and other 



items on the land at Apreece Road to Hunts DC and requested they 



regularise the ownership of this area.  Cllr Randall to check whether 



items were still there on his way home.
