Parish Information & Councillor Reports
Cllr Brown:

Confirmed that the coffee morning organised for the DEC Fund 



for Ukraine was a huge success and raised a staggering £673.00 


for the appeal.  Cllr Goodfellow was congratulated on his 




organisational skills.
Cllr Chapman:
Spoke about the gathering at the memorial bench and unveiling 


of the plaque for John & Phyllis Hope. Approximately 30 people 



attended including some of the family members and 




refreshments were served in the village hall.  It was a very 



pleasant occasion enjoyed by all. 




He also mentioned the new signage along the Yaxley Road for 



the Great Haddon Development.  The signs had been made from 


an ultra-fluorescent material which caused huge problems with 


reflection at night.  Clerk to report.
Cllr Blackman:
Raised the issue of continued speeding along Folksworth Road.  


It was agreed that a Community Speedwatch Team would be set 


up.  Clerk to find out about training and see if Holme PC was 



willing to loan its equipment.  Once evidence was found a LHI bid 


for an interactive speed sign would be made.

Cllr Rogers:

Reported on the recent litter pick which was a great success.  



The Playing Field was the main target and 12 large bags of litter 


was collected.  It was noted that for future organised ‘picks’ HDC 


would deliver and collect pickers, gloves, and bags.




She also mentioned that a collection of shoes for Ukraine was 



being organised in Stilton and that she was helping with this.




Cllr Rogers also enquired about the replacement dog fouling 



stickers.  Cllr Brown to send a photo of what was required.

Cllr Clarke:

Informed Cllrs that the flagpole was now ready.  It was agreed 



that this should be placed as soon as possible, and that the 



Ukrainianflag be flown until the Jubilee dates when it would be 



replaced with the Union flag.  Cllr Clarke to be ‘Flagmaster’ for 



the Union flag. The Clerk was asked to order a Ukrainian Flag
Cllr Goodfellow:
Mentioned that the pre-school would not be organising the 



refreshments for the Folksworth 15 Road Race this year as the 



date had been changed and now fell in the summer holidays.  



The Village Hall would take this on as a fundraiser for the Hall 



and asked if anyone would be willing to help.  Cllrs Brown and 



Rogers agreed that they would be available on the day.

Cllr Randall:

Relayed the information gained at the meeting with Gigaclear 



earlier in the afternoon regarding the provision of superfast 



broadband to premises.  It was noted that promotional material 


would be supplied and brochures available for the Annual Parish 


Meeting.  The works were due to commence around May and 



would last approximately 6 months.


The Clerk reminded Cllrs that they should complete and return the 


expenses form re the Election even if no expenses were incurred.  A 


link to the form would be sent and the completed forms could be 


scanned and emailed to HDC rather than being hand delivered as per 


the nomination forms.
