Open Forum
Gary Thurgood spoke about the annual Folksworth 15 road race which was held in January.  He explained at numbers were down across the country for these organised races but despite that they had 448 entries.  There was increased traffic monitoring this year and there would be changes made for next year.  Cllrs confirmed they had no issues with the organisation and had not received any negative comments from residents about the race.  There was a comment on Facebook about litter although this was not necessarily caused by the runners and could have been the result of recent hedge/ditch clearance.  Council thanked Gary for the organisation’s litter clearing following the race. Mr Thurgood left the meeting.

Tony Lucas, a first responder resident in the village spoke about the recent challenges facing the ambulance service and the NHS generally.  Cllr Clarke spoke of his personal experiences over the Christmas period which had prompted discussion at Council and the request to invite Tony to the meeting to see if there was any way Council could help its residents.  Tony spoke about his and Ben’s (the other first responder in the village) efforts to fundraise and about the importance of getting information out to residents about the correct pathways to medical assistance.  It was agreed that the Council would look at ways to help provide the equipment necessary for the 2 responders to work effectively and would also arrange some first aid training for residents which Tony very kindly offered for free.  Cllr Goodfellow, with his Village Hall Chairman hat on offered to waive the charges for the use of the hall.   Clerk to liaise with Tony for suitable dates.  Tony also agreed to attend the Annual Parish Meeting on May 9th and demonstrate the use of the defibrillator. Mr Lucas left the meeting.
