Community Orchard
Cllr Goodfellow confirmed all was well in the orchard but that the apple crop had been disappointing this year.

2023/2991

Parish Information & Councillor Reports
Andy Goodfellow:
Confirmed that the next Coffee AM would be held on Saturday 23rd September and would be raising money for the soft furnishings required at St Helen’s Church.  He also confirmed that he would be holding a future Coffee AM for Caresco.

Lisa Blackman:
Asked about the next Speedwatch session as there had been an increase in speeding vehicles on Folksworth Rd.  It was agreed to do an early morning session commencing at 6.30/7am to catch those speeding out of the village.  Date to be confirmed when Alison returns.

Yasmin Rogers:
Confirmed she had been in contact with Cheryl who had offered to do the planters and would continue the contact.  It was agreed that she would also provide planters for the entrance signs.  Councillors agreed some funding would be available if required.

Andy Lobb:
Asked whether Council was allowing private parties on the playing field as one had taken place recently. It was confirmed that large events were not allowed but that there was no way of knowing if parents were holding birthday parties on the field. He also raised the issue of the Washingley Crossroads which was supposed to have been resurfaced this week.  Clerk to find out.
Mark Randall:
Raised the recent email from Sarah Abbott about someone else taking on the role of editing the Folklore pages in scan.  There was some discussion about the worth of continuing with this at a cost of £1200.00 per year when a double sided A4 newsletter could be printed and distributed at a fraction of the cost. Information could also be distributed via Facebook(FB), the website and noticeboards.  There was concern about the high charge to Folksworth PC and that the page numbers were limited even though the agreement at the outset was that they wouldn’t be. The Clerk confirmed that they had paid up to September.  Lisa offered to run a poll via FB to gauge opinion. Agreed that this would be a good idea and that it would be an Agenda item for next month.

Pat Clarke:
Asked if anyone knew why Gigaclear hd returned to Townsend Way and had dug up the footpath.  The Chairman confirmed this was because they had missed an area when they were first in the village and that other areas had been missed too.  He also asked if the Clerk had heard anything from Wicksteed regarding the swing repair.  Clerk to chase this.
