CIL Application for Multi Use Games Area (MUGA)

It was noted that the response from residents had been hugely supportive of the project.  The Clerk had requested 6 up to date quotations from various play equipment companies and Council was shocked to see that the cost had almost doubled since they last looked at this idea.
