Open Forum
Kelvin and Tony (Scan Magazine) explained the difficulties that were being experienced in producing the magazine, namely the increased publication costs and the ever-increasing number of homes receiving the magazine.  They expressed the hope that Folksworth PC would continue to support the magazine by paying for the parish newsletter (Folklore) to be included in Scan. There was a frank exchange of views with Council members asking why Folksworth PC was paying for its news to be included but Stilton PC was not.  Kelvin and Tony explained that they had recently asked Stilton PC for help, but that Stilton PC were having difficulties finding a way they could legally do this, so no decision had been made. The Chairman thanked them for attending and Kelvin and Tony left the meeting.
The member of the public then spoke, firstly about his recent planning application, thanking Council for its proactive stance and positive comments.  He then spoke about the footpath adjacent to his property which was in a bad state of repair.  It was noted that this was a rural path under the maintenance of Cambs CC.  The Clerk was asked to report this issue and involve Simon Bywater if no positive response was received as Council’s last two emails to the new countryside services officer at Cambs CC. had gone unanswered.
